  Parent/Guardians  Photo I.D 

 A current copy of your child’s physical and 

health insurance card. 

 Your initial deposit for the first session for 

each child enrolled payments accepted in the 
form of Cash, MasterCard, Visa, Personal Check 
Money Order. 

 If you are a voucher recipient, a current 

voucher is required at the time of your ap-

pointment with the Playschool Summer Pro-

gram Information reflected on the voucher. 

Parent fees are due according to the payment 
schedule (listed in the Policy and Fee Related 
Items on page 2 of the application). 

 If a Third Party is paying on your behalf, you 

will need to present a scholarship letter from 

the organization stating the sessions that have 
been approved for your child, the amount the 
organization will be paying, and contact infor-
mation of the representative assigned to your 
family. 

 If you are paying out of pocket, please keep 

in mind that session balances are due accord-

ing to the payment schedule (listed in the 
Policy and Fee Related Items on page 2 of the 
application).
